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MINUTES OF THE LAST MONTHLY AND EXTRAORDINARY PLANNING MEETINGS

The minutes of the meeting held on 9" December 2003 and 6" January 2004 were agreed and signed
astruerecords.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Eight young people attended the meeting for public participation and were thanked for attending.
The main items raised by them were:

e Provision of a youth shelter (hut) with lighting. Preferred site — Glave Hill Service
Station. Alternative sites — land by the Corner Shop/Hicksons on Station Road or half
way down the Kingsway.

¢ Request that the public toilets be open after 5.30pm.

¢ Request for the Y outh Club to be available every night and the existing Y outh Club hours
to be extended from 7-9pm to 6-10pm. The use of the school building would be
acceptable to them for a Y outh Club.

e Provision of a mobile food outlet on one or more evenings per week, with chips/hot dogs
etc. being available.

The young people were advised of the Parish Plan Y outh Questionnaire and asked to participate in
it. They wereinformed about activities available through Connexions and the free transport to these,
which was on offer. It was agreed that two of them acted as spokesmen and communicated with the
Chairman through the Caldew School office and vice versa.

PC Paul Shorrock advised the meeting that he was concentrating on HGV problems and that
vigorous enforcement of the ban would be taking place over the next 2-3 months. Mr Jackson was
reassured by the progress being made, but asked whether anything could be done about the HGV's
using the Raughton Head route as an alternative.

Inspector David Coates spoke about the aims for local policing with the development of a Police
Post in Dalston and an increase of both community and patrol officers for the area. The proposed
future structure, subject to a 3 month trial, would consist of 2 community officers for Dalston, 1 for
Wetheral and 1 for Burgh. There would be 3 additional patrol officers and a Sergeant assigned
solely to and working from Dalston. Staffing levels were being increased mid February and March.
Questioned on availability of funds to sustain the increased levels into the future, Inspector Coates
indicated that results demonstrated after 2 years would probably be the deciding factor.

€) Children, from beyond Caldbeck would have afar longer distance to travel to a sixth form
college in the centre of Carlisle, which must be detrimental to the learning process.

Apologies for absence were received from Messrs B C Craig (meeting), G Harrison (meeting) and O Roberts
(holiday).
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The minutes of the meeting held on 13" January and 20" January 2004 were agreed and signed as
true records.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Apologies were received from Councillors Dodd and Collier. Nine members of the public were
present. Mr Routledge fet the pegs, instaled by James Banks Survey Ltd, marking the south east
boundary of Lakerigg Common and his property (Maanridge) were misaligned by 18-20” near the
road and 12-15” near the garage. He stated that the footings of the wall could be uncovered to
substantiate this. Based on a statement signed by Mrs Thompson and confirmed verbally by Messrs
Porter, Readdie and Musgrave, Mr Routledge requested the continued right of use of an access
across the Common to the rear of his property. He aso asked whether he could purchase an area of
Common to the north west of his driveway.

Mr Armstrong spoke about the Kingswood Centre application being recommended for approval with
20 conditions by the planning officer, but that it was unlikely that the applicants would agree to them
al, even though discussion between Carlisle City Council, Cumdivock Group and Kingswood
representatives had taken place. The Cumdivock Group was still opposed to the development at
Greensyke and it was hoped that the Public Inquiry commencing on 9th March 2004 would decide
the matter. Councillors Crookdake and Robinson indicated that they would be attending the
Development Control Committee meeting on 13" February 2004. Mrs Oakley voiced concerns
regarding enforcement issues.

PC Shorrock advised the Council that PC Richard Quinn, PC Gary Ravell and Sergeant Paul Senior
were now in post covering the Dalston area. PC Shorrock was being issued with a bicycle for usein
the village. Funding was available through the Crime and Disorder budget, particularly for youth
shelters — possibly a consideration for Dalston in the next raft of funding.

The Clerk reported that a letter had been sent to Cumbria CC regarding this and a response indicated
that the request for a speed restriction had been added to the list of schemes to progress by Capita.
Agreed that afurther letter be sent to Councillor Collier to consider and endorse these requests.
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ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

Brian Campbell and Derek Woolerton had agreed to give a presentation about the Square
Regeneration Scheme. Councillor Crookdake offered to enquire about the loan of a projector from
Carlide CC. The Clerk informed the Council that the display boards were on order and would be
available for the Signpost Project exhibition. The Chairman suggested the format of the meeting,
which was agreed.

YOUNG PEOPLE

Mrs Dalton reported that she had sent a letter via the school to the young people who had attended
the January Parish Council meeting. Contact had been made with Connexions, but there was little
forthcoming re youth service. Agreed that a letter be sent to Carlisle CC asking for the public
conveniences to remain open for longer each day from April to October. Two Parishioners, Jane
Smith and Ros Willatt had intimated that they might be interested in some youth work and the
setting up of a film club had been suggested. Agreed that the Chairman, Clerk and Mr Smillie
should arrange a meeting with these ladies, plus Peter Hughes, if agreeable and a representative from
the Recreation Association to consider any additional beneficial activities for the youth. Enquiries
were to be made regarding the provision of a mobile ‘chippie’.

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MINUTES OF THE LAST MONTHLY MEETING

The minutes of the meeting held on 10" February 2004 were agreed and signed as a true record.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Apologies were received from Councillor Dodd and Robinson. Councillor Crookdake and Mr
Kelsey reported on the Dalston & Cummersdale Neighbourhood Forum on 23™ February 2004 and
gave information regarding 50% discounts on home insulation available through Energy Advice
Centre — Clerk to ask for article to be supplied for the Parish magazines. An update had been
provided on police matters. Agreed that discussion on the use of atraffic speed gun (£500-600) by
civilian volunteersin Dalston should be included on a future agenda.

Councillor Callier spoke about the Greensyke Public Inquiry and praised the speakers from Dalston
at the Development Control meeting. A reguest had been made for the 30mph speed sign on the
Green to be turned round for a short period. Responsibility for Barras Lane Industrial Estate
infrastructure was being raised at Area Committee — possibly unadopted roads. The introduction of
a speed limit through Raughton Head was hopeful, but a HGV ban might be longer term and less
likely.

PC Shorrock reported that recently announced cuts would not affect the increased staffing levels at
Brampton. The pedal cycle was in use and aready proving beneficial. Progress was being made
with the HGV problem. The Youth Club was operating two evening per week, but damage in
Church House and to the new notice board at Forge Green was reported, as well as fires on
doorsteps. Traffic at Cardewlees was reported to be problematical.

The Clerk and Chairman reported on a site meeting with Paul Sadowski and Liz Dawson,
Environment Agency and Maggie Robinson, English Nature regarding the extraction of gravel
from the River Cadew at Hawksdale. It was pointed out that the Parish Council has an
obligation to further enhance conservation sites for future observations, therefore no extraction
was currently possible. A survey of the gravel bed for invertebrates in the shingle/sediments
will probably be undertaken, and in terms of management, a geomorphologic audit of the river
had been carried out to ascertain the more natural channel. The Flood Defence Department
might also do afeasbility study into soft or hard engineering works to prevent bank erosion. It
was agreed that a letter be sent to the Environment Agency regarding the timing of the river
bank survey and for information on the outcome of it and the geomorphology audit, together
with a request for the arrangements for the removal of the Cumbria Highways sign to be made
by them — copy to Cumbria CC.

Clerk informed that permission might be given, subject to a written method statement approved
by an Environment Agency Pollution Officer, to use a jet wash without detergent to remove the
algae from the White Bridge — suggested that the Community Service Group could be asked to
undertake the job.

Agreed to proceed with a joint meeting with Skelton PC representatives on 6™ April 2004 to
discuss Lintongill — Mrs Dalton, Messrs Jackson, Sinclair and the Clerk to attend.

Letter received from solicitor on behalf of Mr and Mrs Routledge re the boundary at Lakerigg -
Clerk to acknowledge. Agreed that enquiries should be made with Mr Viney, James Banks

Guest speakers to be included as a specific agendaitem, be given
a briefing card, with alimit on presentation time of 10-15 minutes and questions 5-10 minutes. An
article outlining notification for public participation etc. was to be included in the magazines. The
recommended period of office for the Chairman was to remain at 2 years. Reports from the two
Primary Schools would no longer be required for the Annual Parish Meeting.

Crookdake. Mr T Allison was welcomed to the meeting as the new District Councillor. Councillor
Collier reported that the speed limit through Raughton Head would be going ahead subject to
available funding - Mr Jackson requested that thanks be recorded on behalf of the residents of
Raughton Head. A maintenance survey was being carried out on Barras Lane Industrial Estate to
establish legal responsibilities. Messrs Allison and Collier reported that arural area moratorium had
been imposed on new housing applications from 16™ July 2004 as a result of new national planning
policy — non-compliance could result in Carlisle CC planning powers being taken over by the
Government. Exceptions to the rural moratorium included affordable housing on rural exception
sites (an area with an identified local need), dwellings meeting a proven agricultural or forestry need
and Reserved Matters applications (applications to discharge conditions on an existing approval).
The situation will continue until 2006/07, but will be reviewed annually. Mrs Clague requested that
the representations for housing and employment development included in the Appendix of the
advance copy of the text for the Deposit Draft Carlise District Local Plan 2001-2016 should be
removed and other members of the public present endorsed this opinion. Messrs Collier and Allison
left the meeting prior to planning items on the agenda.

CARLISLE DISTRICT LOCAL PLAN — REVIEW 2001-16 DEPOSIT DRAFT

A letter and copy of the Parish Council consultation responses to the Carlide District Loca Plan
Review Issues Paper was noted. Agreed to respond to the Appendix included in the advance copy of
the text for the Deposit Draft of the review document for the Carlisle District Local Plan as well as
commenting on the formal Deposit Local Plan. A copy of Cummersdale Parish Council submission
relating to the Appendix had been received. The Appendix included sites requested for alocation in
the review of the Carlide District Local Plan following publication of the Issues Paper Spring 2003.
The sites were not included in the Deposit Draft Local Plan, but it was ‘envisaged that during
consultation these sites would be promoted for inclusion in the plan having the opportunity to be
assessed at an independent Inquiry’. It was resolved, proposed Mrs Dalton, seconded Mr Cowen, to
comment that it was a disturbing way to approach Planning matters by seeking developers’
representations rather than the Local Plan being ‘people led’ — carried with two abstentions.
Reported that ninety one responses had been received to the consultation exercise through the
Dalston website and leaflet distribution on the two housing sites and one employment site identified
in the Appendix in Dalston Parish. The mgjority view was that the three representations should be
removed from the Appendix. Resolved, proposed Mr Smillie, seconded Mr Auld, that the
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consultation responses should be included as part of the Parish Council official submission in
relation to the Deposit Draft Local Plan — carried with one abstention.

Housing Rural 10 — Land at Buckabank, Plan No. 117, Greenfield site 0.67 Ha 20 dwellings

Housing Rural 11 - Land at Townhead Road, Plan No. 120, Greenfield site 5.23 Ha 157 dwellings
Employment 2 - Land at Barras Lane, Plan No. 158, (Employment 1 on Plan)

It was resolved, proposed Mr Craig, seconded Mrs Dalton, to submit Councillor’s comments on
Policy Ref. EC2, EC22 and T2 and the Settlement Boundaries of the Deposit Local Plan.

EC2 Allocated land use in Primary Employment Areas — corrections required a) recognising 2no.
residential propertiesin Barras Lane Estate (Grid ref: 363506), b) change land use from employment
to conservation (Grid ref: 365505), ) change land use from no allocated use to leisure (Grid ref:
366505)

EC22 Employment and Commercial Growth land allocations — inclusion of Barras Lane Industrial
Estate questionable as current infrastructure inadequate and would be required to be in place.

T2 Carlisle Northern Development Route — implications of NDR on traffic through Dalston village
should be addressed. Compensatory measures to control traffic speed and reduce HGV use was
considered crucia in avillage with 2no. schools and an open Square classed as a Conservation Area.
The Settlement Boundary as shown for Dalston implied that only infill development was envisaged
— agreed that this view should be encouraged. Inset 8a — the North end of the Cemetery was not
included in the Conservation Area. Inset 8b — the settlement boundary did not extend to Bridge End
and Buckabank. Correlation between the River Floodplains as marked on Inset 8a & b and the
Environment Agency current adjustment for flooding areas was to be queried. Housing Rural 10, 11
and Employment 2 in the Appendix were al out with the settlement boundaries and therefore would
presumably be unlikely to be considered for development. Housing Rural 11 would extend into
open countryside and be visualy intrusive on the top of the bank. Housing Rural 10 was in the
River Floodplain area. Raughton Head Inset 18 showed the Settlement Boundary following a field
boundary to the rear of Well Close, Roe Beck and Alpine Cottage as opposed to the garden
perimeters. This effectively provided potential sites for a number of additional dwellings —
uncertainty asto whether thiswas intentional or in error.
